Impact of mobility on their education, particularly when
this is between devolved nations/ other countries
Disruption of family life due to weekending/ deployments
that can effect learning
Impact of parental needs such as isolation, temporary
single parenthood, English as Additional Language
Lack of continuity in education

The Trust has been supporting Service children for over 150
years. They do this through grants for individuals and
schools / other organisations

Previous grants have included funding for:

Short term support for children with Additional Needs
where this cannot be met via normal funding
Additional catch up support needed due to school moves
Play therapy for a group of Service children
Emotional support training/ provision for schools
Access to higher education course
Projects to support Service children across a Local
Authority
Transition support

Individual grants are means tested
